Turf Talk with Gary Weller
As you know this has been the coldest and wettest winter on record. Therefore, it
has been very difficult to get any of our projects completed on the course.
Concerns: Winter Kill
At our TTA Conference in January, the big buzz was winter kill. Although we have
had colder temperatures in past years, we have never had 10-12 consecutive days
below freezing. This brings some concerns. In the meantime, | have taken
samples out of the fairways and placed them under a growth light. The samples
have greened up very well. This does not mean that there is no turf loss at all.
Only time will tell. At this point | feel pretty good, although we still could have some
unpredictable weather ahead.
Poa in Greens
We will start back on our Trimmit Program this spring. We will not treat #10 green
because it has too much poa. We will wait until it can be resurfaced.
